Open the table carton and remove the two # 5 table top sections, four legs, and packaging 
materials. Carefully cut the four corners of the box so that the table cabinet can easily be 
removed from the carton.

Pull all four #6 safety latches outward, and flip open the #2 end cabinet sections of the table 
frame to allow the center game surface of the cabinet to be removed. “LIFT THE CENTER 
GAME SURFACE SECTION FROM THE CARTON BY FIRMLY GRASPING INSIDE THE BILLIARD POCKET 
AREAS ONLY”. Carefully set the center game surface out of the way, in a safe spot for now.

Align the pre drilled holes in a leg with the pre-installed inserts in the end/side panels,
insert bolt #25 with washer #26 through the pre drilled holes and into the pre-installed inserts 
in the end/side panels, firmly tighten in place. Repeat this process for all 4 legs. 

Once the center game surface has been removed, push all four #6 safety latches inward, and 
close the #2 end cabinet sections. Rotate the table cabinet frame so that the bottom side is 
facing up.

Note: The pre-installed felt on the bottom of the striker provides fast easy gliding action while
protecting the tabletop surface.

Usage: The striker should be firmly gripped and remain flat on the play surface to avoid
potential surface damage and provide proper game play.

Warning: The striker should never be elevated above the play surface during game play, this is
considered an illegal move. Surface damage may occur if the edge of the striker makes contact
with the play surface, leaving permanent scratches/scuff marks in the surface finish.
